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1. Objetivos

1.1. As Oficinas de Investigagdo do CITCEM tém como principal objetivo o debate,
alargado e transdisciplinar, de problematicas de investigacdo, no sentido de cruzar
questdes teoricas e metodologicas, de salientar a natureza laboratorial da pesquisa em
curso e apresentar eventuais resultados de investigacao.

1.2. As Oficinas de Investigagdo do CITCEM assumem uma dimensao laboratorial
constituindo, por isso, um espago de divulgacdo e discussdo regular de projetos de
investigagdo individuais (dissertacdes de mestrado, teses de doutoramento, relatérios de
estagio, projetos de pods-doc., etc.) ou coletivos, dos investigadores e colaboradores do
CITCEM, podendo associar investigadores convidados de outros centros ou
universidades nacionais e/ou estrangeiras.

1.3. Tendo em vista o debate alargado e transdisciplinar, procurar-se-a a integracao do
programa das Oficinas de Investigagcdo nos cursos de mestrado e doutoramento da FLUP.
Para o efeito, serd disponibilizada, aos diretores dos cursos, a calendarizacio das OIC no
inicio de cada ano letivo.

2. Organizacao

2.1. A comissao cientifica das OIC ¢ composta pela Comissdo Executiva do CITCEM em
exercicio. Todos os anos, em abril, a Comissdo Cientifica nomeia a Comissiao
Organizadora do ano letivo seguinte. A Comissdo Organizadora terd representagdo de
Investigadores Juniores. Para o ano de 2026/27, as investigadoras Carla Sequeira e Joana
Lencart manifestaram o seu interesse e disponibilidade para assegurar a organizagdo das
OIC, tendo em conta a experiéncia adquirida em anteriores edi¢des das mesmas. A
Comissao Organizadora compete receber as propostas, propor um calendario a submeter
a aprovacao da Comissdao Cientifica, estabelecer o contacto com os proponentes e
proceder a todas as diligéncias necessarias a organizacdo das OIC, em estreita
colaboracdo com o secretariado do CITCEM.



2.2. As Oficinas de Investigagdo do CITCEM realizar-se-ao preferencialmente com
regularidade bimensal, as quintas-feiras, da parte da tarde, em formato presencial nas
instalacdes da FLUP.

2.3. Em maio de cada ano, sera solicitada a todos os investigadores do CITCEM a
proposta de painéis. A chamada de propostas serd enviada por mail aos investigadores
do CITCEM e estara disponivel no site das Oficinas de Investigagdo do CITCEM, em
https://oficinascitcem.wixsite.com/oiccitcem. As propostas deverdo conter:

2.3.1. o titulo da sessdao, em portugués e inglés;

2.3.2. o nome do(s) proponente(s) e respetivo Grupo de Investigagdo CITCEM;
2.3.3. o nome de 3 a 4 participantes;

2.3.4. os titulos das diferentes comunicagdes, em portugués e inglés;

2.3.5. um breve resumo da sessio;

2.3.6. um breve resumo de cada comunicagdo (max. 800 caracteres);

2.3.7. Um breve CV (max. 600 caracteres) de cada participante com meng¢ao do
CienciaVitae ou orcid;

2.3.7. O nome de um moderador-comentador, que ndo seja nem o proponente nem
um orador, ¢ com menc¢ao do CienciaVitae ou orcid;

2.3.8. trés datas possiveis para a realizagdo da OIC, mediante o calendario
disponibilizado.

2.4. Em 2026/2027, as Oficinas de Investiga¢do do CITCEM mantém a inclusdo de dois
moderadores-comentadores das sessdes, um dos quais devera ser sugerido pelo(s)
proponente(s) das sessdes, mas sujeito a aprovagdo do coordenador do Grupo de
Investigacdo em que a proposta se insere. O segundo moderador-comentador sera
indicado pelos coordenadores de grupos de investigagdo do CITCEM e aprovado pela
Comissao Cientifica.

2.5. Serao bem-vindas as propostas de painéis diretamente relacionados com Cursos de
Mestrado ou Doutoramento e articulados com os objetivos programéaticos do CITCEM.

2.6. A Comissdo Cientifica das OIC, em colaboragdo com a Comissdo Organizadora,
avaliara as propostas recebidas, as quais deverdo conter obrigatoriamente todos os
elementos solicitados no ponto 2.3. Apos a recepgao e avaliagdo de todas as propostas,
sera proposto o calendario e o programa das Oficinas de Investigagdo que serd divulgado
em setembro a todos os investigadores do Centro, através de e-mail e na pagina web do
CITCEM.

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CITCEM’S RESEARCH WORKSHOPS
- OIC 2026/2027

1. Objectives

1.1 The main objective of CITCEM's Research Workshops is a broad and
transdisciplinary debate on research issues, in order to cross-reference theoretical and
methodological issues, emphasise the laboratory nature of ongoing research and present
possible research results.

1.2 CITCEM's Research Workshops take on a laboratory dimension and are therefore a
space for the regular dissemination and discussion of individual research projects
(master's dissertations, doctoral theses, internship reports, post-doctoral projects, etc.) or
collective projects by CITCEM researchers and collaborators, with the possibility of
associating guest researchers from other national and/or foreign centres or universities.

1.3 With a view to broad, transdisciplinary debate, the CITCEM’S Research Workshops
programme will be integrated into FLUP's master's and doctoral courses. To this end, the
schedule of OICs will be made available to course directors at the beginning of each
academic year.

2. Organisation

2.1 The scientific committee of the OICs is made up of the current CITCEM Executive
Committee. Every April, the Scientific Committee appoints the Organising Committee
for the following academic year. The Organising Committee will be made up of junior
researchers. For 2026/27, researchers Carla Sequeira and Joana Lencart have expressed
their interest and availability to organise the OICs, given their experience in previous
editions. The Organising Committee is responsible for receiving the proposals, proposing
a timetable to be submitted to the Scientific Committee for approval, establishing contact
with the proposers and taking all the necessary steps to organise the OICs, in close
collaboration with the CITCEM secretariat.

2.2 The CITCEM'’s Research Workshops will preferably be held bi-monthly, on Thursday
afternoons, in person at the FLUP premises.



2.3 In May of each year, all CITCEM researchers will be asked to propose panels. The
call for proposals will be sent by email to CITCEM researchers and will be available on
the CITCEM’s Research Workshops website at
https://oficinascitcem.wixsite.com/oiccitcem Proposals must contain:

2.3.1. the title of the session in portuguese and english;

2.3.2. the name of the proposer(s) and their CITCEM Research Group;

2.3.3. the names of 3 to 4 participants;

2.3.4. the titles of the different papers in portuguese and english;

2.3.5. a brief summary of the session;

2.3.6. a brief summary of each paper (max. 800 characters);

2.3.7. A brief CV (max. 600 characters) for each participant with a mention of
cienciavitae or orcid;

2.3.7. The name of a moderator-commentator, who is neither the proposer nor a
speaker, and who must indicate their cienciavitae or orcid,

2.3.8. three possible dates for the OIC based on the calendar provided.

2.4 In 2026/2027, CITCEM's Research Workshops will continue to include two
moderators-commentators for the sessions, one of whom must be suggested by the
proposer(s) of the sessions, but subject to the approval of the coordinator of the Research
Group in which the proposal is included. The second moderator-commentator will be
nominated by the CITCEM research group coordinators and approved by the Scientific
Committee.

2.5 Proposals for panels that are directly related to Master's or PhD courses and are
articulated with CITCEM's programme objectives are welcome.

2.6 The OIC Scientific Committee, in collaboration with the Organising Committee, will
evaluate the proposals received, which must contain all the elements requested in point
2.3. Once all the proposals have been received and assessed, the timetable and programme
for the CITCEM’s Research Workshops will be proposed and disseminated in September
to all the Centre's researchers via email and on the CITCEM website.
